2nd Sunday of Lent 
Ten days into Lent, and we canõt wait for Easter. 
Maybe itõs that we havenõt gotten used to the fasting 
yet. Or maybe itõs that we havenõt been as good at the 
extra prayer we promised ourselves that we would do. 
Even the church recognizes that we need a little boost 
to move us along. Thatõs why we hear the Gospel of the 
Transfiguration on this Second Sunday of Lent. It is just 
a little foretaste, an appetizer, of what Easter is to be. 
For those of us who are already baptized, and for those 
who are preparing for baptism, the image of the glorified 
Christ stands as a beacon of what we are to become when 
we share in the fullness of the Resurrection. 
 Paul writes to the Philippians that Christ òwill 
change our lowly body to conform to his glorified body.ó 
That is the hope that is held out to us as we progress 
through Lent. In this season we unite ourselves to Christ 
so that we may become more like him. 
 But we abandon this world, looking for some far-
off promise of glory. Our almsgiving, our care for the 
poor, is a reflection of Christõs love for everyone. When 
we reach out a little more this Lent (often made possible 
because weõve decided to give something up, and so have 
extra available to give away) we act like Jesus, who gave 
up his life for us. His suffering and death on the cross 
found fulfillment in his resurrection from the dead. 
 When we care for others through our own sacri-
fice, we are helping to transfigure their lives, letting a lit-
tle bit of Godõs glory be seen through our transforming 
love. The Transfiguration reminds us what awaits us after 
our own suffering if we are faithful to the commands 
of Christ.

With a degree in 
international business from the University of Scranton, he enrolled in the seminary.  òI felt is was where God wanted me and I came to real-
ize this is what I really am called to doó. Ordained in 2009, Fr. Bartholomew now serves at St. Hugh of Lincoln in Huntington Station and 
therefore helps out here at our own Trinity Regional School. 
 

òWhat I want to bring to my vocation is hope and compassion.  As we look to the future of our Church it is so important that we continue 
to reach out and inspire young families to know and serve the Lord.ó 
 

òAlso, people come to their Pastor and Parish when they are in trouble, someone has died, or is ill; they are having trouble at home or at 
their job.  We need to be compassionate so we do not turn them away. The gospel message is that of being compassionate, to love one 
another as God loves us.ó

During this season of Lent, Iõll try to give some back-
ground and introduction to the changes in the Mass 
that will be implemented in the future. 
 
[A continuation from last week] 
 
A book bearing the name Missale Romanun ap-
peared in 1474ñthe same century as the invention 
of the printing press by J. Gutenburg [1440]. But it 
was not until after the Council of Trent that Pope 
Pius V in 1570 introduced an edition of the Missale 
Romanum that was to be in obligatory use through-
out the church. This marked the first official attempt 
at uniformity in the celebration of the Mass in the 
history of the Church. 
 
Since that time, to accommodate the ongoing evolu-
tion and development of the Liturgy, new editions of 
the Roman Missal were introduced by various Popes 
for use in the church: 
 
 1604ð  Pope Clement VIII 
 1634- Pope Urban VIII 
 1885ð  Pope Leo XIII 
 1920- Pope Benedict XV 
 1962- Pope John  XXIII 
 1970- Pope Paul VI 
 1975- Pope Paul VI 
 2002- Pope John Paul II 
 
In addition  there were a number of minor revisions 
to the text, published as òreprintsó, which incorpo-
rated  minor changes.  The most recent of these were 
in 1957 after Pope Pius XIIõs revisions to the rites of 
Holy Week and the Sacred Triduum in 1955 and in 
2008 when Pope Benedict XVI incorporated a num-
ber of additional prayers, included those for recently 
canonized saints as well as for the celebration of an 
extended Vigil of Pentecost.

A. Some people argue that changing laws will not eliminate abortions. It is certainly true that a change of heart is more important than a change 
of law. What is forgotten, however, is that the law is the great teacher. Children grow up believing that if a practice is legal, it must be moral. 
Adults who live in a society in which what was illegal and believed to be immoral is suddenly declared legal, soon grow accustomed to the new 
law, and take the "new morality" for granted. In fact, many people seem to fear that if they don't support the new law and the "new morality" it 
has introduced, they will be considered undemocratic and "unAmerican." 
I have no doubt that a change in the law would go a long way toward changing the attitude of Americans toward the rights of the unborn, at 
least over the long haul. It is effective regarding virtually every other issue.  
There are those who argue that we can not legislate morality, and that the answer to abortion does not lie in the law. The reality is that we do 
legislate behavior every day. Our entire society is structured by law. We legislate against going through red lights, smoking in airplanes and 
restaurants, selling heroin, committing murder, burning down peoples' homes, stealing, child abuse, slavery and a thousand other acts that would 
deprive other people of their rights. And this is precisely the key: law is intended to protect us from one another regardless of private and per-
sonal moral or religious beliefs. The law does not ask me if I personally believe stealing to be moral or immoral. The law does not ask me if my 
religion encourages me to burn down homes. As far as the law is concerned, the distinction between private and public morality is quite clear. 
Basically, when I violate other peoples' rights, I am involved in a matter of public morality, subject to penalty under law. 
Is it outlandish to think that laws against abortion might have some protective effect? It is obvious that law is not the entire answer to abortion. 
Nor is it the entire answer to theft, arson, child abuse, or shooting police officers. Everybody knows that. But who would suggest that we repeal 
the laws against such crimes because the laws are so often broken? (www.priestsforlife.org)
